I. Call to order

Ms. Childs called to order the regular meeting of the School Site Council at 4:23pm on in faculty cafeteria.  

II. Roll call
Mr. Graves conducted a roll call. The following persons were present: Ms. Childs, Mr. Bartleson, Mr. Graves, Mr. Speaks, Mr. Trupia, Ms. Donald and Mr. Lippeklien.  We do not have a quorum but will continue with an informational meeting.
III. Approval of minutes from last meeting
The minutes from the January meeting were not available and Mr. Graves will distribute to members at a later time.  
IV. Open issues

Ms. Bruckman was due to present on QIEA UPDATE/ADJUSTMENTS but is not available, so we will place her on the agenda for the next meeting.

V. New business
a) Ms. Ty Jones presented the follow-up recommendations forwarded by the WASC committee Self Assessment.  

· Ms. Jones indicated that we need to address all critical (12) areas prior to the committees visit next year – sometime in March.

· She noted that she would be approaching a student group as well, to get their input and feedback.

· Ms. Child asked if we met the criteria for the areas that we needed to address.

· Ms. Jones stated that we did not and the items highlighted on her report were “areas of need” and these are the recommendations of the faulty on how to address them.  We have to write a report showing how we addressed the WASC committee recommendations and they will visit to ensure they have been done.

· The Items listed our actual recommendations of the WASC committee and the bullet points are recommendations of the teachers and staff.  Anything we say we have done or going to do, we have to provide proof.  We have to form committees to address each area of concern.

· Mr. Graves asked if these are things that we have already done or things we say we have done.  Ms. Jones reiterated that these are things that we say need to be done to fulfill the required recommendation.

· Mr. Graves inquired if we are suppose to go through the list and ensure that the items have been address and then look at items that still need to be addressed.  Ms. Jones concurred.

· Ms. Jones noted that the Dorsey committee is still open to suggestions to address any of the items.

· Mr. Trupia asked if we have contacted parent groups to see if they had recommendations.  Ms. Jones advised that that was part of the plan and is in the works.

· The district is responsible for the facilities items but we can make recommendations and suggestions.

· Mr. Graves made a suggestion that each SSC meeting we address two of the items listed and evaluate each item in depth.  

· Mr. Lippeklien noted that we need to go into great detail of the needs in an effort to bring the students to where they need to be and bring the school where it needs to be.

· Ms. Jones noted that implementation is the key now.  We can’t just talk about it.  We need to do it!  We need to put plans in place to implement the items that need to be addressed.

· Mr. Bartleson advised not to forget that we need to focus on what everyone needs to do (parents, the district, and the local district). Mr. Bartleson advised that committees have already been established to address these items but they have not met since the accreditation.  We just need to reconvene the committees.

b) Ms. Machado presented the Increased Academic Performance with eTAP.

· The SSC voted to purchase the software for $5000 to help students succeed by maintaining their interest and motivation.  It will help with CAHSEE, CST and SAT prep.  The software reaches out to parents and helps them be as effective and supportive with the children.  It is also available to siblings.  It will be funded by QEIA funds.

I. Recommendations to School Site Council from Advisory Committee
a) Ms. Hastings forwarded information from the ELAC meeting held Feb 10 

· They split into groups to analyze data results.  

· The shared that the thought that the CST was very low, particularly in Math and English learners are not doing well enough.

· They felt the self performance was low because we don’t have enough students reaching the advanced level.

· Parents think that our school is doing a good job but the students should be working harder.

· They noticed that English learners did well on the API.

· The parents noted that they notice improvement in CAHSEE results from 19th to 12th grade, but English Learners’ passing rates are too low.

· Based on the observations, the ELAC members made the following suggestion to the SSC:

· Offer more tutoring programs, especially for English Learners

· Ensure smaller class sizes

· Provide more Algebra intervention

· Create a plan to have a parent committee working on and off campus to support student achievement.

· Items most important from Bilingual budget 

· Bilingual TA’s

· Software programs for EL’s

· Afterschool/intervention programs

· Bilingual Parent Rep

· Bilingual Coordinator

· Bilingual Office Technician

· Items least important from Bilingual budget

· Digital Cameras

· Field Trips

· Bilingual Dictionaries

· TV/DVD players

· General Supplies

· Mr. Bartleson thanked Ms. Hasting for the way she engaging the parents in evaluating the data.

· Mr. Graves suggested that we act and address the parents concerns or it will be difficult to have them to participate in the future.
